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We are spending some time in class reviewing number words for a test on Tuesday, September 25.  The students have been asked to also study these words at home in order to be ready for our weekly spelling test. The number words they need to know are listed below. Please spend some time practicing these with your child. Spelling tests will always be on Tuesdays this year.
Any words from the Grade Four list that many students find difficult will be added to our class Word Wall on a weekly basis over the next few months. Words from the Grade Five list, students’ daily writing, compound words, contractions, words with prefixes and suffixes, plural words, unusual word family words, and Social, Science and Math words from the units we are studying may also become weekly spelling words. Once words are posted on the wall, students need to spell them properly in all class work. Copying them correctly from the wall is expected!
Tuesday spelling tests will consist of the week’s five word wall words, five old word wall words, five words from the Making Words lessons we have done in class, and the three challenge words. Making Words continues to focus on using known word patterns - or ‘chunks’ - to spell unfamiliar words. Root words, suffixes and prefixes are an additional focus, and we will continue to look for other words that fit the patterns we are studying.
Starting on the 27th and each Wednesday thereafter, students will bring home a list of five word wall words to study, along with three challenge words. Look for these words to be recorded in their agendas. These words are checked for accurate spelling that first morning; however, if your child is away at the start of the week, it would be good to remind them to copy the week’s words once they are back at school.
